¢ Day2 Orangutans

The exploration begins!

Two-day jungle trek in search of orangutans. You may also encounter
Thomas leaf monkeys, long-tailed macaques, gibbons, black gibbons, and
other tropical wildlife.

Camp installation in the late afternoon and night under the stars.

5-6 hours of walking

Meals included: breakfast, lunch, dinner

Overnight in tents

Note: Access to certain areas requires rope descents provided along the trees.

Descent via another path and relaxation in hot springs.

Afternoon visit of Berastagi, Lumbini Pagoda, and the traditional market.

3-4 hours hiking, +644 m elevation

Overnight in Berastagi

Karo Village, Waterfall & Samosir
¢ Dayé6é Island

Departure from Berastagi to Linga, a traditional Karo Batak village with
houses over 250 years old.

Stop at Sipisopiso Waterfall (120 m high) with optional 1-hour hike (over
| 615 steps).

Lunch overlooking Lake Toba, then ferry crossing to Samosir Island and
transfer to Tuktuk village.

3.5 hours driving, 50 minutes ferry

Overnight at Samosir Villas (VIP Room)

9 Day7 Samosir, the heart of Batak culture



Explore Samosir Island, a UNESCO Global Geopark.

Visit Siallagan village, famous for its totem statues, sarcophagi, and Batak
houses.

Possible traditional dance performance.

Visit Tomok village, local market, and King Sidabutar’s tombs.

Free afternoon by the lake.

Meals included: breakfast
Overnight at Samosir Villas

¢ Day8 Farewell Samosir

~ Morning at leisure before ferry crossing back to Tigaras and drive to
Medan.

50 minutes ferry, 4 hours drive
Meals included: breakfast
Overnight in Medan - Le Polonia Hotel (Deluxe Superior Room)

9 Days9to11 PulauWeh, the volcanicisland

Morning flight from Medan to Aceh.

Visit Banda Aceh surroundings, then speedboat to Pulau Weh, known for
its mountains and volcanoes.

Free days to enjoy beaches, tranquility, and rich marine life.

1h15flight, 1h boat
Meals included: breakfast

Accommodation: Lumba Lumba Diving Resort, private air-conditioned bungalow

Terms and conditions

Booking conditions

Booking a trip with Altai Indonesia implies acceptance of the terms and conditions of sale. Each customer is required to
complete aregistration form and, subject to availability at the time of registration, travellers are expected to pay a deposit of
35% of the total price to complete their booking. Payments can be made online or by bank transfer. You will receive an e-mail
with your booking confirmation.

Invoice procedure

Once your booking is confirmed you will receive an invoice by e-mail. The full balance of the trip must be received at least 35
days before your departure date. Altai Indonesia reserve the right to cancel your booking, free of charge, if this deadline is not
respected.

Cancellation policy

If for any reason you have to cancel your trip, Altai Indonesia require written confirmation of your decision. The money you
have paid will then be refunded according to the following deductions:

e Cancellation received more than 30 days prior to the departure date: a sum of €50 per person will be retained

Cancellation received 30 to 21 days before the departure date: your deposit, 30% of the total trip price will be retained
Cancellation received 20 to 14 days before the departure date: 50% of the total trip price will be retained
Cancellation received 13 to 7 days before the departure date: 75% of the total trip price will be retained

Cancellation received less than 7 days before the departure date: 100% of the total trip price will be retained

Special cases:
Please note that, regardless of the date of cancellation or modification if you have agreed to pay for services such as hotel



reservations, flights or additional activities, these services are usually non-refundable so additional fees may apply.

e Fixed airfares: if your airline ticket was issued in advance, often done to avoid significant surcharges, you will be charged
100% of any non-refundable fees if you wish to change or cancel your flight plan.

e Fixed in-country costs: early charges for firm bookings will be charged if you cancel or modify your trip.

e Insurance costs: if you have taken out comprehensive or cancellation insurance, the cost of insurance is due and cannot be
refunded.

Please note that fees apply according to the date Altai Indonesia receive your cancellation or modification request in
writing.

If we have to cancel a departure due to an insufficient number of participants, you will be informed no later than 21 days before
departure and a full refund will be issued, you will not be entitled to further compensation. We reserve the rights to cancel
departures due to exceptional circumstances which may impact the safety of participants. Such circumstances include those
amounting to 'force majeure' in which case participants will receive a full refund but they will not be entitled to any
compensation.

Changes to travel contract

If you wish to make a change to your booking please contact Altai Indonesia in writing; you will be expected to pay any fee
which might arise from this change. In the event of unforeseen external events, Altai Indonesia may change some aspects of the
travel contract. If any changes are necessary you will be informed as quickly as possible.

Pricing

The prices on our website are updated regularly and all of the prices we advertise are accurate when published. We reserve the
rights to make changes to any of these prices. Before you make a booking we will give you the up-to-date price of your chosen
holiday including any supplements, upgrades or additional activities you may have requested. If the number of travellers is
fewer than the indicated number of participants on the website, a small group surcharge may be applied. For all of our trips we
include details of services, prices and what is/is not included but please be aware that changes to the prices may be necessary
in accordance with exchange rates or price changes of various components of the journey.

Contract transfer

If you are unable to travel for any reason, you can transfer your booking to another person in which case our modification
conditions apply. Both the transferor and transferee will be jointly and severally liable for payment of the total holiday price
and other associated expenses. Some airline carriers treat name changes as cancellations and you may be required to pay for
the cost of a new ticket.

Insurance

We strongly recommend that you take out personal travel insurance for your trip with Altai Indonesia as soon as your booking
is confirmed. We advice you to purchase a travel insurance policy which covers flight cancellations, luggage loss and
emergency health care.
